
 
 
 
The Ka-Jinker  is an easy to use little gun with which 
you can permanently attach, with a click, all kinds of 
embellishments on textile for clothing or interior 
decoration. 
You can also decorate cards and scrapbooking 
projects in no time. The enclosed links provide the 
connection between the buttons and the background. 
The Ka-Jinker is accompanied by a complete series of 
Jems: small and large flowers and stars and round 
stones, in all possible colours. You can also use it to 
attach buttons, sequins, ribbons or felts flowers or 
forms. 

 
 
 
 

 
Step 1: insert the needle holding the Jem all the way 
through the background material. Place your fingers 
on either side of the needle, making sure your 
fingers are not place behind the needle.  
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 

 
 
Step 2: Partially pull the trigger until the bead of 
the link in the needle is in front of the Jem, then 
press the paper or the fabric against the machine. 
 
 
 



Step 3: by gently pulling the trigger the T-
shaped end of the link is brought into place 
through the needle. (you can follow the manner 
by which the T-shaped piece is brought into 
place from the front at well as the back).  
 
 
 
 

 
Tip 1: If you apply to much force in step 3 the link will break before the T-shape is in position 
(in that case the end of the link is damaged by the internal needle). If this happens you should 
remove the bead from the needle and repeat the steps above, but using less force. 
Tip 2: Make sure that during use the white ratchet is always towards the back of the Ka-
Jinker. Before removing the needle the ratchet should be moved towards the front.  
Tip 3: The links are suitable for materials having a thickness of approximately 0.4 cm (1/6 
inch). If  you are using material with a larger thickness, make sure that you compress the 
material using your hands enabling the link to reach the back of the fabric.  
Tip 4: Attach buttons having a larger opening by placing a sequin in front of the opening in 
the button.  
Tip 5: When using (loosely) knitted fabrics a sequin should be used on the back in order to 
firmly secure the Jem.
